Sisters of the Good Samaritan 
Foundation (Est.1999)

This Foundation was launched at Government House, 
Canberra in March 1999 by the Foundation’s patron, 
Sir William Deane, AC KBE. It is under the 
Chairmanship of Hon W.J.Carter QC

It was established to ensure the continuance of the 
Good Samaritan ministry to people who are in need in 
so many ways,  both in Australia and in the mission 
fields of the Philippines and Kiribati.
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The Foundation gives us the opportunity to be a 
“Good Samaritan”. We may be unable to be there but 
we can be part of this important mission of 
responding to real needs - homelessness, poverty, 
hunger, injustices and discrimination of all kinds. We 
can help in the field of education in Good Samaritan 
Colleges in Australia and Japan, the Mater Dei School 
for the intellectually disabled, the Good Sams in 
Outback Australia, in the prisons and a recent joint 
venture in East Timor with the St Vincent de Paul 
Society. One donation across this broader spectrum 
(Refer our Remittance Advice) will be receipted and 
may be used as a Tax Deduction. What an incentive!

Paradoxical Pilgrimage Shared
16 hours earlier the destination was the Holy Land. 
Disappointment soon turned into joy as we headed for  
Italy. Here we visit the dead but find the spirit very 
much alive. In Turin our journey began at an end. The 
end was the death of a man, whose scars and wounds 
from nail holes and spears and thorns and grazings 
were vividly portrayed in the silent and solemn viewing 
of the Shroud. But the man is God!
Still in Turin we visit the Basilica of Maria Ausiliatrice, 
and the adjoining complex, which was used  for care of 
underprivileged youth. The building of these was 
achieved by the determination of St John Bosco, who is 
entombed in a side transept of his church. He had no 
money, of course!  So as the Salesians continue to do 
this day, he promoted lotteries. What an edifice!
So on to Milan and the glorious Duomo,adorned with 
Perego’s Madonnina,and in which crypt, lies in state 
the body of Charles Borromeo, who worked tirelessly 
for the poor & orphans. Mass  in the crypt was very 
moving.
In the refectory of the Dominican monastery at the 
church of Santa Maria delle Grazie, Milan, the feeling 
was of actually being present at the meal,  when 
viewing 3-dimensional da Vinci’s  Last Supper! What a 
let down when asked to move on and “No photos 
please”!
And so we moved on to the magic city of Venice, St 
Anthony’s beloved Padua and the enthralling Ravenna, 
with its ancient Byzantine Basilicas and  Placida’s 
Mausoleum, the ceilings of which, are covered with 
mosaics depicting stories of the bible. What a way to 
learn. 
At Bologna we   visit St Dominic’s Shrine & his 
Michaelangelo  Angel;   St Catherine’s Church, where 
the exhumed incorrupt  body of the saint  in her Poor 
Clare habit sits, for revering by visitors. She is the 
patron of  artists and painters.  
As we wind our way through Tuscany & Umbria we 
marvel  at   the beauty of  the architecture,  the 
sculptures, the paintings, the galleries and the genius 
of the creators.
In Sienna we marvel at the greatness of St Catherine, 
and her trip to Avignon to persuade the Pope to return 
to Rome. But we had lunch on the racetrack.
In Assisi, the recently appointed Patron of Ecology,St 
Francis is entombed in the Basilica built in his honor 

after his death. More in keeping with him is the little 
Porziuncola  chapel - St Mary of the Angels - and the 
thornless rose bushes growing nearby.His confrere St 
Clare,   patron of the weather,  lies in the basilica of St 
Clare nearby.
And finally the culmination of it all - Rome and Mass on 
Mission Sunday, in St Peters Square concelebrated by 
Pope JP2 and many worldwide bishops and priests.   
As  the coach winds its way towards the Amalfi Coast, 
and the Appennines pierces its way through the 
clouds,little did one realize that there at Monte Cassino 
behind the mist, Scholastica and Benedict are buried.
So as we travel and reach through the mist and shroud 
of life,  there is but hope and love in the Resurrection 
of the man who is God!!

Sculpture of St Scholastica of Norcia, Italy
As part of the celebrations of the Centenary Year the 
concept of a Statue of St Scholastica at Toxeth Estate, 
Glebe Point  is coming to fruition.
In June 2000 the committee gathered together a group 
of Sisters, College representatives including students 
and ex-students to develop a Process:- Who was 
Scholastica? A “Word Picture” revealing the spirit of the 
saint, emerged from this input of ideas from those 
present. A dossier “Work for the Artist,”    was 
prepared.
As a result the sculptor, Pauline Clayton of Melbourne 
came to the college in November last  and conducted 
workshops with the help of  Year 7, to explore artistic 
ideas about Scholastica.
In February, she returned with 3 small models, 
Maquettes, which she is now developing.
Pauline has been commissioned by the Congregation 
to complete a 6ft  Bronze Statue, which wil l  be 
completed by October 2001. It will be erected on the 
front lawn at the main gates of the entrance to St 
Scholastica’s.
